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Getting to Docklands

Bourke Street.

By train — Take the train to Southern Cross Station

and walk over the Bourke Street Pedestrian Bridge
to Harbour Esplanade.

By Yarra River Shuttle Service (November to April) — Board the Shuttle Service
at Federation Square, Southgate, Melbourne Aquarium, Crown or Melbourne
Exhibition Centre and hop off at Victoria Harbour or Waterfront City /
NewQuay.

By water taxi — Catch a water taxi from many landings along the Yarra River,
including Federation Square, Southgate and Crown.

By private boat — Over 200 berths available.

By car — Parking facilities available at Telstra Dome, Docklands Drive at
NewQuay and Waterfront City, along Bourke Street and North Wharf Road.

By bike — The Yarra Trail, the Capital City Trail, Moonee Ponds Creek Trail and
the Maribyrnong Trail all converge at Docklands.
